Parties of less than 18 can reserve the date but not a tee reservation.
Play to fit in with other golfers present.

The Society must be under the control of an organiser who will be re-
sponsible for ensuring that all members of the party hold a current
handicap certificate. If this regulation is not complied with, the visitor
may not be allowed to use the course, or may be asked to leave the
Course if necessary.

Anticipated numbers attending and the format being played must be noti-
fied to the Office one month before the date of the visit, so that the
tee reservations can be worked out and Broadway Golf Club members ad-
vised.

Please play in 3's where possible (Stableford preferred); avoid 4 balls in
the afternoon. NO TEXAS SCRAMBLE ALLOWED.

Final numbers should be advised to the Office at least one week prior
to the visit, so that catering arrangements can be finalised. Catering re-
quirements should be made direct with the Caterers - Tel.No. Broadway
(01386) 853561.

A respectable standard of dress should be maintained both on the Course
and in the Clubhouse. See attached “"DRESS CODE" for full details.
Green Fees must be paid to the Professional not later than 2.00pm on
the day of the visit.
